A digraph:  A combination of two letters making one sound. For example ‘th’ and ‘th’.

Here are a few fun ideas that you can try at home

· Make your own phonics posters for the sounds. What words can you think of that use th and th sounds? Represent these on a poster using pictures.

· Go on a word hunt in your house or garden. When you find the word try reading it.

· Write a sentence with ‘th’ in it. Cut it up and hide the words. Find all the words and put the sentence back together. 

· Write or say a sentence with each sound. For example; I think I will brush my teeth and then I will read my books.

· Challenge - think of words with ‘th’ and ‘th’ sounds. Give yourself 2 minutes to think of as many words with the ‘th’ sound and then 2 minutes for the ‘th’ sound. How many words did you think of for each sound? Which sound was the winner th or th?!
