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Does the idea of being stung by a tiny insect surprise you?  Read here to discover more about an incredibly powerful creature.  The bullet ant is possibly the most feared insect in the world because of the extreme consequences of its sting.  It is named the bullet ant after the shot of intense pain the sting causes.  This ant is most definitely a creature to be avoided. 
Appearance
Bullet ants are easy to identify as they look similar to wingless wasps.  Most grow to about 2.5cm long and are a reddish-brown colour.  Interestingly, the Queen ant is slightly larger than her worker ants as she possesses large wing muscles.
Habitat
Bullet ants are found across the rainforests of South America. Colonies are made up of several hundred individuals and are usually situated at the base of trees.
Diet
Similar to other ant species, a large part of the bullet ant’s diet is nectar. The worker ants often climb to the upper canopy to reach nests where they can forage for nectar. 
Sting
While a bullet ant sting is exceptionally painful, the effect is not deadly. Recipients have reported that the effect lasts for 12-24 hours. The feeling has been described as waves of burning, throbbing, all consuming pain. So if you are going to the rainforest, beware of the bullet ant!
